A panel of three judges chose the finalists based on their evaluation and scoring of
submissions from seven chapters. They considered the proposals' overall quality, their
approach to managing and organizing the project, the feasibility of the schedule, the project
design, and the accuracy and feasibility of the project costs. Similar criteria was used by the
judges in Palm Springs as they evaluated the oral presentations.

The oral competition took place on March 4th. A
panel of three judges drawn from the membership of
the Career Development Committee evaluated the
presentations and chose the first and second place
winners.

Each team had a total of 20 minutes to present their
proposals, 15 minutes for their formal presentation
and five minutes of questions from the judges.
MCAA members had been welcomed and
encouraged to attend the competition, and the event
was standing room only. The results of the judging
were announced at the Awards of Excellence
Ceremony on Wednesday, March 5th.
